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the Arizona City Sanitary District to Healthnet listing himself as the recipient of the Protected

Health Information.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Director has jurisdiction over this matter.
2. Respeondent's conduct as described above constitutes making or pubiishing in
any way any statement containing any representafion with respect to the business of

insurance or with respect to any person in the cohduct of his insurance business, which is|

Tuntrue, deceptive or misleading, in violation of A.R.S. § 20-444(A).

3. Grounds exist for the Director to order Respondent to cease and desist his

violation, pursuant to A.R.S. § 20-456(A).

4. Grounds exist for the Dlrector to order payment of a civil penalty of not more than

one thousand dollars for each violation, pursuant to A.R.S.§ 20-456(B).

ORDER

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. Respondent shall immediately cease and desist from unlawfully identifying
himself as the recipient of Protected Health Information when submitting applications fo

insurance carriers on behalf of consumers.
2. Respondent shall pay a civil penalty of $600.00 for deposit into the Stéte

General Fund on or before August 2, 2012.
